HIGHLANDS HAMMOCK STATE PARK
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Highlands Hammock State Park is officially designated as part of Florida’s Statewide Greenways and Trail System.  Established in 1935, Highlands Hammock was one of four original state parks created by the Civilian Conservation Corps, and today, is home to a variety of birds, animals and woodlands.  The 9,000-acre park offers over 11 miles of equestrian trials, together with multiple hiking, jogging and bicycling paths, and other amenities including campsites and an amphitheatre.  A newly developed bicycling and walking path connects the majestic park directly with Lake Jackson and downtown Sebring.
